What is the Largo Community Church George P. Hicks Educational Gift Fund?

The Largo Community Church George P. Hicks Educational Gift Fund provides a one-time gift to high school graduates or G.E.D. recipients, who are members of the Largo Community Church and who will attend an institution of higher education during the school year immediately following High School matriculation.

What is the purpose?

The purpose of the gift is to provide a financial gift and recognition to church members who have participated in Sunday school and other church sponsored activities and has successfully completed high school or received a G.E.D. certificate.
What are the general eligibility requirements for this gift?

· Be an active member of Largo Community Church, Mitchellville, MD (a member is defined as someone who has completed the church membership class and received the right hand of fellowship).

· Hold a high school diploma or G.E.D. certificate.

· Accepted to attend an accredited 2- or 4-year institution of higher education 

· Demonstrate leadership and community services.

· Complete typed or printed in ink and sign an application. 

· Submit a copy of an official high school diploma or G.E.D. certificate with the school seal and an authorized official’s signature (when received).

Additional eligibility requirements

· Applicant must have 100% participation of items 1, 2 or 3 with 50% participation in category 1,2 or 3 that was not used for the 100% participation qualifier OR the sole completion of item 4 and 5 as well as 100% participation of 1, 2 or 3.

·  An example would be if you participated 100% in item #1 then you must have participated in either item 2 or 3 for 50% of the requirement listed below or you have the option of participating in item 4 or 5 instead along with item 1.
1. Complete 30 hours of community/volunteer service with LCC Sunday school department or a LCC sponsored youth program within the past 12 months.  (Volunteer service is defined as someone who in addition to attending Sunday school or worship service, but through the Sunday school, volunteers to take on various task, such as: assisting teachers, assisting in the Nursery, helping in the Sunday school office, etc…)  If an applicant does volunteer to work on a Sunday morning they must attend Sunday school class or the worship service for the full period. If assisting in the Sunday school office or Sunday school teacher during a period that they should be participating in Sunday school class or worship service none of that volunteer service time can be used as credit towards the Hicks gift fund. (Community service is defined as someone who through a LCC sponsored youth program volunteers to take on tasks, such as: cleaning church grounds, feeding the homeless, community clean-up, etc.)    
2. Participate in Sunday school with a minimum of 50% attendance within the past 12 months.  
3. Participate in at least 12 special LCC activities (Voices of Praise (not including rehearsals), Youth For Christ, Scouts, Dance Ministry, Lock-in, Youth outreach, etc.) within the past 2 years, with participation in at least 6 of those events occurring with in the last 12 months.

4. Participate in one LCC missions trip during the student’s high school years 

5. Participate in 2 youth retreats during the student’s high school years including “Snow Camp.”
Verification
All requirements must be verified and signed off by the youth leader or department head, by using the appropriate form that is attached.  The verification form must be given to the various leaders who will be verifying your participation at least two weeks before the completed application deadline and it is your responsibility to collect the completed forms and return them with your completed package.  Incomplete packages will not be accepted.   
Who may apply for this gift?

Applicant must be a high school graduate or G.E.D. recipient and be an ACTIVE MEMBER (have completed the membership class and participated in church sponsored activities for at least the past two years or more) of Largo Community Church.

How many awards will be made?

All eligible applicants will receive a gift (based upon size of gift pool, equally divided but no more than $1,000).

When is the application deadline?

The eligibility year runs from April to March.

All application material must be received no later than April 10, 2011, and dropped in the George Hicks box in the Sunday School office.    Recipients’ will received their recognition no later than July and their gift will be distributed no later than the beginning of student’s attendance to the school of higher education.

George P. Hicks 

George Preston Hicks was born on April 9, 1921, to the late Floyd and Delia Hicks in Texarkana, Texas.  He attended public elementary school and graduated from Macedonia High School.   He was a very good student in high school who did well in his academic subjects and received lots of encouragement from fellow students and adult members in the community.  His great desire was to attend college after high school although he knew it would be difficult because of the financial situation of his parents. 

George worked at odd jobs during his high school years but he said he gave most of it to his parents to help with the household expenses.  When he finished high school, he had no savings.  However, the desire to go to college was so strong that he felt that if he could get to the campus of Bishop College, he would not be turned away.  He arrived at Bishop with high hopes and less than $10.00.  He was given a job on the campus and he worked at a store off campus to earn money to pay his college expenses.  World War II erupted and George was drafted at the end of his second year.  He served four years in the U.S. Coast Guard and, after receiving an honorable discharge, returned to Bishop to continue his education.  As a veteran, he had no financial problems like those before his service in the military.  He immersed himself in college activities that included a major in biology.  He was elected vice president of his junior class and president of the senior class.  He graduated in June 1948.  Upon graduation, George immediately started studying for an advanced degree. George continued his education while employed and received an M.S. degree from Prairie View A&M in 1956, and an M.A. from Fisk University in 1966.  He did additional study at State University of New York at Brockport.

He began his career in public education at Quitman School in Quitman, Texas.  He remained there four years as a 6th grade teacher.  He taught biology for one year in Greenville, Texas.  He became principal of the high school from which he graduated and remained there for 16 years.  In 1969, he went to Rochester, New York as a principal for George Mather Forbes School #4, from which he retired after seventeen years.

George did not neglect the spiritual aspects of life.  He was deacon at Macedonia Baptist Church (Texarkana, TX) and Mt. Olivet Baptist Church (Rochester, NY), and served on the Board of Directors at Largo Community Church.

George's wife, Doris Askew Hicks, daughter Sherra Hicks Chappelle, son-in-law, Dr. Edward H. Chappelle, and grandchildren Edward III (C.J.) and April Chappelle are all members of the Largo Community Church family.

Other affiliations include School Administrators Associations of New York State; Phi Delta Kappa; Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity; Prince Hall Masons; Connecting Link, Prince George's County Maryland Chapter; The Link, Inc; National Association of Elementary and Secondary Principals; The Creation Interpretation, Black Seed School No. 4, Rochester, New York.

George Preston Hicks was a soft-spoken, mild-mannered, take-charge man who loved people.  He was devoted to his family, his church, his community and his profession.    Thirty-seven untiring years of his life were devoted to helping youth in public school systems in Texas and New York.
